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New Skater of the Month Requirements! 

 

Are you an LWC member and want to be skater of the month?  Here’s how 

you can have your chance! New requirements are listed below: 

 
 

12 point font, Times New Roman, double-spaced paper including the following 

criteria: 

 

• Explanation as to why you think you deserve to be skater of the month 

(progress made in skating, accomplishments, perseverance, good role model, 

challenges you’ve overcome, etc.) 

• Your life outside of skating (events, sports, accomplishments, family life, etc.) 
• Your future goals (skating, school, career, etc.) 

LWC skaters will have a chance to turn in their papers 

quarterly where an impartial panel will choose 3 skaters, one 

from each of the following age categories: 9 & under, 10-14, 

and 15 & over.  The 9 & under age group will be required to 

have at least 100 words in their paper, the 10-14 age group 

at least 200 words, and the 15 & over age group at least 300 

words. If a skater is not chosen for the first quarter they 

submit their paper, they will have to submit another paper in 

order to be considered for the next quarter.  A skater will not 

be considered if they are not a current member of the 

Lakewood Winter Club. 

We will be adding a special section to the 

newsletter for skater of the month pictures and fun 

facts!  So start writing your papers now and stay 

tuned to the LWC bulletin board for the first due 
date!
